The FIRST LESSON is read Genesis 15: 1–12, 17–18 

After these things the word of the Lord came unto 
Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I am thy 
shield, and thy exceeding great reward. And Abram 
said, Lord God, what wilt thou give me, seeing I go 
childless, and the steward of my house is this Eliezer 
of Damascus? And Abram said, Behold, to me thou 
hast given no seed: and, lo, one born in my house is 
mine heir. And, behold, the word of the Lord came 
unto him, saying, This shall not be thine heir; but he 
that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be 
thine heir. And he brought him forth abroad, and said, 
Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be 
able to number them: and he said unto him, So shall 
thy seed be. And he believed in the Lord; and he counted 
it to him for righteousness. And he said unto him,  
I am the Lord that brought thee out of Ur of the 
Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it. And he 
said, Lord God, whereby shall I know that I shall 

inherit it? And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of 
three years old, and a she goat of three years old, and 
a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a young 
pigeon. And he took unto him all these, and divided 
them in the midst, and laid each piece one against 
another: but the birds divided he not. And when the 
fowls came down upon the carcases, Abram drove 
them away. And when the sun was going down, a 
deep sleep fell upon Abram; and, lo, an horror of great 
darkness fell upon him.

All sit for the SECOND LESSON Matthew 26: 47–56 

And while he yet spake, lo, Judas, one of the twelve, 
came, and with him a great multitude with swords 
and staves, from the chief priests and elders of the 
people. Now he that betrayed him gave them a sign, 
saying, Whomsoever I shall kiss, that same is he: hold 
him fast. And forthwith he came to Jesus, and said, 
Hail, master; and kissed him. And Jesus said unto 
him, Friend, wherefore art thou come? Then came 
they, and laid hands on Jesus and took him. And, 
behold, one of them which were with Jesus stretched 
out his hand, and drew his sword, and struck a servant 
of the high priest’s, and smote off his ear. Then said 
Jesus unto him, Put up again thy sword into his place: 
for all they that take the sword shall perish with the 
sword. Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to my 
Father, and he shall presently give me more than twelve 
legions of angels? But how then shall the scriptures be 
fulfilled, that thus it must be? In that same hour said 
Jesus to the multitudes, Are ye come out as against a 
thief with swords and staves for to take me? I sat daily 
with you teaching in the temple, and ye laid no hold 
on me. But all this was done, that the scriptures of the 
prophets might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples 
forsook him, and fled.
