The minister reads 
Dearly beloved brethren, the Scripture moveth us  
in sundry places, to acknowledge and confess our 
manifold sins and wickedness; and that we should 
not dissemble nor cloak them before the face of 
Almighty God our heavenly Father; but confess 
them with an humble, lowly, penitent, and obedient 
heart; to the end that we may obtain forgiveness of 
the same, by his infinite goodness and mercy.  
And although we ought, at all times, humbly to 
acknowledge our sins before God; yet ought we 
most chiefly so to do, when we assemble and meet 
together to render thanks for the great benefits that 
we have received at his hands, to set forth his most 
worthy praise, to hear his most holy Word, and to 
ask those things which are requisite and necessary, 
as well for the body as the soul.  

Wherefore I pray and beseech you, as many as are 
here present, to accompany me with a pure heart, 
and humble voice, unto the throne of the heavenly 
grace, saying after me;

Almighty and most merciful Father; 
We have erred, and strayed from thy ways  

like lost sheep. 
We have followed too much the devices and 

desires of our own hearts.  
We have offended against thy holy laws.  
We have left undone those things  

which we ought to have done;

not to have done; and there is no health in us.  
But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon us,  

miserable offenders.  
Spare thou them, O God, which confess their faults.  
Restore thou them that are penitent;  



according to thy promises declared unto 
mankind in Christ Jesu our Lord.  

And grant, O most merciful Father, for his sake;  
that we may hereafter live a godly,  

righteous, and sober life,  
to the glory of thy holy name.  Amen.

truly repent, and unfeignedly believe his holy Gospel. 
Wherefore let us beseech him to grant us true 
repentance, and his Holy Spirit, that those things 
may please him, which we do at this present;  
and that the rest of our life hereafter may be pure 
and holy; so that at the last we may come to his 
eternal joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The FIRST LESSON is read 
A reading from the Book of Jeremiah. 

At that time, saith the Lord, they shall bring out the 
bones of the kings of Judah, and the bones of his 
princes, and the bones of the priests, and the bones 
of the prophets, and the bones of the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem, out of their graves: And they shall 
spread them before the sun, and the moon, and all 
the host of heaven, whom they have loved, and 
whom they have served, and after whom they have 
walked, and whom they have sought, and whom 
they have worshipped: they shall not be gathered, 
nor be buried; they shall be for dung upon the face 
of the earth. And death shall be chosen rather 
than life by all the residue of them that remain of 
this evil family, which remain in all the places 
whither I have driven them, saith the Lord of hosts. 
Moreover thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the 
Lord; Shall they fall, and not arise? shall he turn 
away, and not return? Why then is this people of 



Jerusalem slidden back by a perpetual backsliding? 
they hold fast deceit, they refuse to return.  
I hearkened and heard, but they spake not aright: 
no man repented him of his wickedness, saying, 
What have I done? every one turned to his course, 
as the horse rusheth into the battle. Yea, the stork 
in the heaven knoweth her appointed times; and the 
turtle and the crane and the swallow observe the 
time of their coming; but my people know not the 
judgment of the Lord. How do ye say, We are wise, 
and the law of the Lord is with us? Lo, certainly in 
vain made he it; the pen of the scribes is in vain. 
The wise men are ashamed, they are dismayed and 
taken: lo, they have rejected the word of the Lord; 
and what wisdom is in them? Therefore will I give 
their wives unto others, and their fields to them that 
shall inherit them: for every one from the least 
even unto the greatest is given to covetousness, 
from the prophet even unto the priest every one 
dealeth falsely. For they have healed the hurt of 
the daughter of my people slightly, saying, Peace, 
peace; when there is no peace.

In the meantime, when there were gathered together 
an innumerable multitude of people, insomuch that 
they trod one upon another, he began to say unto 
his disciples first of all, Beware ye of the leaven of 
the Pharisees, which is hypocrisy. For there is 
nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; neither 
hid, that shall not be known. Therefore whatsoever 
ye have spoken in darkness shall be heard in the 
light; and that which ye have spoken in the ear in 
closets shall be proclaimed upon the housetops. 
And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of 
them that kill the body, and after that have no more 
that they can do. But I will forewarn you whom ye 
shall fear: Fear him, which after he hath killed hath 
power to cast into hell; yea, I say unto you, Fear 
him. Are not five sparrows sold for two farthings, 
and not one of them is forgotten before God? But 
even the very hairs of your head are all numbered. 
Fear not therefore: ye are of more value than many 
sparrows. Also I say unto you, Whosoever shall 
confess me before men, him shall the Son of man 
also confess before the angels of God: But he that 
denieth me before men shall be denied before the 
angels of God. And whosoever shall speak a word 
against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: 
but unto him that blasphemeth against the Holy 
Ghost it shall not be forgiven. And when they bring 
you unto the synagogues, and unto magistrates, 
and powers, take ye no thought how or what thing 
ye shall answer, or what ye shall say: For the Holy 
Ghost shall teach you in the same hour what ye 
ought to say. And one of the company said unto 



him, Master, speak to my brother, that he divide 
the inheritance with me. And he said unto him, 
Man, who made me a judge or a divider over you? 
And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of 
covetousness: for a man’s life consisteth not in the 
abundance of the things which he possesseth.
