The FIRST LESSON is read Genesis 48: 14–end 
And Israel stretched out his right hand, and laid it upon 
Ephraim’s head, who was the younger, and his left hand 
upon Manasseh’s head, guiding his hands wittingly; for 
Manasseh was the firstborn. And he blessed Joseph, and 
said, God, before whom my fathers Abraham and Isaac did 
walk, the God which fed me all my life long unto this day, 
The Angel which redeemed me from all evil, bless the lads; 
and let my name be named on them, and the name of my 

fathers Abraham and Isaac; and let them grow into a 
multitude in the midst of the earth. And when Joseph saw 
that his father laid his right hand upon the head of Ephraim, 
it displeased him: and he held up his father’s hand, to 
remove it from Ephraim’s head unto Manasseh’s head. And 
Joseph said unto his father, Not so, my father: for this is the 
firstborn; put thy right hand upon his head. And his father 
refused, and said, I know it, my son, I know it: he also shall 
become a people, and he also shall be great: but truly his 
younger brother shall be greater than he, and his seed shall 
become a multitude of nations. And he blessed them that 
day, saying, In thee shall Israel bless, saying, God make 
thee as Ephraim and as Manasseh: and he set Ephraim 
before Manasseh. And Israel said unto Joseph, Behold, I die: 
but God shall be with you, and bring you again unto the 
land of your fathers. Moreover I have given to thee one 
portion above thy brethren, which I took out of the hand of 
the Amorite with my sword and with my bow.

All sit for the SECOND LESSON Hebrews 5: 11 – 6: 6 
Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, 
seeing ye are dull of hearing. For when for the time ye ought 
to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which 
be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become 
such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat. For every 
one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: 
for he is a babe. But strong meat belongeth to them that are 
of full age, even those who by reason of use have their 
senses exercised to discern both good and evil.  
 

Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, 
let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation 
of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God,  
Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and 
of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment. And 
this will we do, if God permit. For it is impossible for those 
who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly 
gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, And have 
tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world 
to come, If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto 
repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of 
God afresh, and put him to an open shame.
