The FIRST LESSON is read Numbers 11: 1–9 

And when the people complained, it displeased the Lord: 
and the Lord heard it; and his anger was kindled; and 
the fire of the Lord burnt among them, and consumed 
them that were in the uttermost parts of the camp. 
And the people cried unto Moses; and when Moses 
prayed unto the Lord, the fire was quenched. And he 
called the name of the place Taberah: because the fire 
of the Lord burnt among them. And the mixt multitude 
that was among them fell a lusting: and the children 
of Israel also wept again, and said, Who shall give us 
flesh to eat? We remember the fish, which we did eat 
in Egypt freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, and 
the leeks, and the onions, and the garlick: But now our 
soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this 

manna, before our eyes. And the manna was as 
coriander seed, and the colour thereof as the colour of 
bdellium. And the people went about, and gathered it, 
and ground it in mills, or beat it in a mortar, and 
baked it in pans, and made cakes of it: and the taste of 
it was as the taste of fresh oil. And when the dew fell 
upon the camp in the night, the manna fell upon it.

All sit for the SECOND LESSON Luke 5: 1–11 

And it came to pass, that, as the people pressed upon 
him to hear the word of God, he stood by the lake of 
Gennesaret, And saw two ships standing by the lake: 
but the fishermen were gone out of them, and were 
washing their nets. And he entered into one of the ships, 
which was Simon’s, and prayed him that he would 
thrust out a little from the land. And he sat down, and 
taught the people out of the ship. Now when he had 
left speaking, he said unto Simon, Launch out into the 
deep, and let down your nets for a draught. And Simon 
answering said unto him, Master, we have toiled all 
the night, and have taken nothing: nevertheless at thy 
word I will let down the net. And when they had this 
done, they inclosed a great multitude of fishes: and 
their net brake. And they beckoned unto their partners, 
which were in the other ship, that they should come and 
help them. And they came, and filled both the ships, 
so that they began to sink. When Simon Peter saw it, 
he fell down at Jesus’ knees, saying, Depart from me; 
for I am a sinful man, O Lord. For he was astonished, 
and all that were with him, at the draught of the fishes 
which they had taken: And so was also James, and John, 
the sons of Zebedee, which were partners with Simon. 
And Jesus said unto Simon, Fear not; from henceforth 
thou shalt catch men. And when they had brought 
their ships to land, they forsook all, and followed him.
