The FIRST LESSON is read Judges 14: 5–17 
Then went Samson down, and his father and his mother, to 
Timnath, and came to the vineyards of Timnath: and, behold, 
a young lion roared against him. And the Spirit of the Lord 
came mightily upon him, and he rent him as he would have 
rent a kid, and he had nothing in his hand: but he told not 
his father or his mother what he had done. And he went down, 
and talked with the woman; and she pleased Samson well. 
And after a time he returned to take her, and he turned aside 
to see the carcase of the lion: and, behold, there was a swarm 
of bees and honey in the carcase of the lion. And he took 
thereof in his hands, and went on eating, and came to his 
father and mother, and he gave them, and they did eat: but he 
told not them that he had taken the honey out of the carcase 
of the lion. So his father went down unto the woman: and 
Samson made there a feast; for so used the young men to do. 

And it came to pass, when they saw him, that they brought 
thirty companions to be with him. And Samson said unto them, 
I will now put forth a riddle unto you: if ye can certainly 
declare it me within the seven days of the feast, and find it out, 
then I will give you thirty sheets and thirty change of garments: 
But if ye cannot declare it me, then shall ye give me thirty 
sheets and thirty change of garments. And they said unto him, 
Put forth thy riddle, that we may hear it. And he said unto 
them, Out of the eater came forth meat, and out of the strong 
came forth sweetness. And they could not in three days expound 
the riddle. And it came to pass on the seventh day, that they 
said unto Samson’s wife, Entice thy husband, that he may 
declare unto us the riddle, lest we burn thee and thy father’s 
house with fire: have ye called us to take that we have? is it 
not so? And Samson’s wife wept before him, and said, 
Thou dost but hate me, and lovest me not: thou hast put 
forth a riddle unto the children of my people, and hast not 
told it me. And he said unto her, Behold, I have not told it 
my father nor my mother, and shall I tell it thee? And she 
wept before him the seven days, while their feast lasted: 
and it came to pass on the seventh day, that he told her, 
because she lay sore upon him: and she told the riddle to the 
children of her people.

All sit for the SECOND LESSON Revelation 10: 4–end 
And when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, I was 
about to write: and I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, 
Seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered, and 
write them not. And the angel which I saw stand upon the sea 
and upon the earth lifted up his hand to heaven, And sware 
by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created heaven, 
and the things that therein are, and the earth, and the things 
that therein are, and the sea, and the things which are therein, 
that there should be time no longer: But in the days of the 
voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the 
mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared to his 
servants the prophets. And the voice which I heard from 
heaven spake unto me again, and said, Go and take the little 
book which is open in the hand of the angel which standeth 
upon the sea and upon the earth. And I went unto the angel, 
and said unto him, Give me the little book. And he said unto 
me, Take it, and eat it up; and it shall make thy belly bitter, 
but it shall be in thy mouth sweet as honey. And I took the little 
book out of the angel’s hand, and ate it up; and it was in my 
mouth sweet as honey: and as soon as I had eaten it, my belly 
was bitter.
