THIS EVENING’S MUSIC 
Herbert Howells, whose name infuses the musical 
landscape of Anglican worship, set the words of the 
Magnificat and Nunc dimittis at least eighteen times. 
Of all these settings, Howells considered his 1951 
St Paul’s service distinctive for its sheer breadth and 
tonal sumptuousness. According to Howells, ‘this is 
the most extended in scale […] With the great spaces 
of St Paul’s in mind, the nature of this setting would 
be acutely influenced. Prolonged echo would dictate a 
less rapidly-changing harmonic rhythm […] harmonic 
and tonality changes are built more slowly; with these 
conditions there comes a heightened volume of sound, 
and a tonal opulence commensurate with a vast 
church’. Textural transformations, too, are perfectly 
conceived for the mystical acoustic of St Paul’s 
Cathedral: the mighty unison of the Magnificat’s 
beginning drives gradually but relentlessly towards 
the Amen with impressive momentum. 
 
When the Roman Catholic Rite was restored in 
England, during the brief reign of Queen Mary, 
English composers such as Thomas Tallis were forced 
to change their compositional focus rapidly and 
dramatically. Perhaps spurred on by personal faith, 
Tallis poured out a huge number of complex 
contrapuntal works in the space of only five years. 
Loquebantur variis linguis, a Pentecostal anthem in 
seven parts, is one of these works. Six voices dance 
about in complex polyphony, whilst the tenors 
steadfastly sing out a cantus firmus melody (taken 
from the ancient Gregorian chant). Certainly, this 
complex musical metaphor reflects the text, which 
begins ‘The Apostles spoke in different languages’. 
The structure of the piece also adheres to the liturgical 
structure of the matins responsory for the Feast of 
Pentecost. Tallis ultimately weathered the storm of 
religious tension in Tudor England: he and the 
younger William Byrd were granted by Queen 
Elizabeth an exclusive 21-year license to print and 
publish polyphonic music, effectively securing their 
survival as court-sponsored musicians. Tallis lived 
until he was around 80 years old.
