THE SUMMARY OF THE LAW 

Our Lord Jesus Christ said: Hear, O Israel, The Lord our God is one 
Lord; and thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with 
all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength.

For I know that my redeemer liveth, and that he shall stand at the 
latter day upon the earth: And though after my skin worms destroy this 
body, yet in my flesh shall I see God: Whom I shall see for myself, and 
mine eyes shall behold, and not another; though my reins be consumed 
within me.

The Holy Gospel is taken from the Gospel according to Saint Luke, 
Chapter 20, beginning to read at the 34th verse. 
Glory be to thee, O Lord. 

Jesus said unto them, The children of this world marry, and are given in 
marriage: But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that 
world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given 
in marriage: Neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the 
angels; and are the children of God, being the children of the 
resurrection. Now that the dead are raised, even Moses shewed at the 
bush, when he calleth the Lord the God of Abraham, and the God of 
Isaac, and the God of Jacob. For he is not a God of the dead, but of the 
living: for all live unto him. 

This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and Curates, that they may 
both by their life and doctrine set forth thy true and lively Word, and 
rightly and duly administer thy holy Sacraments: And to all thy people 
give thy heavenly grace; and specially to this congregation here present; 
that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear, and receive thy 
holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the days 
of their life.

THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION 

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst give 
thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our 
redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself once 
offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, 
for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious 
death, until his coming again:  

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant 
that we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to thy 
Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his 
death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and 
Blood: who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and, 
when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, 
saying, Take, eat; this is my Body which is given for you: Do this in 
remembrance of me. 

Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, 
he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the 
New Testament, which is shed for you and for many for the remission 
of sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. Amen.
